Information for Campers

Welcome to BunkFest 2009 - we hope you enjoy your stay. The map overleaf shows the site
and its facilities.

Please park in the designated areas without blocking emergency access routes. Reserved
disabled spaces are clearly marked. You may leave cars near your tent at all times.
Caravans, camper vans and motor homes should be located in designated areas.

If no BunkFest Stewards are available when you arrive, please go straight on to campsite and
set up within the marked out spaces. Collect your wristbands later! BunkFest Stewards will
check for wristbands and will chase you for fees if you are not wearing one! Lost or damaged
wristbands cannot be replaced.

The area close to the Pavilion may be slightly noisier due to BunkFest events. So if you want
peace and quiet, try parking at the far end of the site.

We regret we cannot allow dogs anywhere on site, except Assistance Dogs.

Please be aware of the Brook on the south of the campsite, especially at night after sampling
our real ale!

No open fires or barbeques are allowed.

Fire buckets are for emergency use, not for water fights! Please do not remove from the
allocated positions unless in the case of an emergency.

Please dispose of all rubbish in the Grundon bin by the campsite entrance.

The permanent toilet and washing facilities are provided and used by the Sports Park
members. Please have respect and leave them in a clean and tidy condition. Additional
temporary toilets are provided on the field. A chemical toilet disposal point will be available
near the Sports Park Toilets - please ask in the Pavilion for access during opening hours.
Additional shower facilities are available at Castle Leisure Centre situated on St. Georges
Road (the turning by the Cross Keys).

Drinking water can be obtained from the water point shown on the map.

The Café in the Pavilion will be serving food throughout the festival, with hot food available at
these times: Fri & Sat 08.30 to 10.00, 12.00 to 16.00, 18.30 to 22.00; Sun 08.30 - 17.00. Last
orders 15 mins before closing. Lighter bites will be available at all times when open.

The organisers cannot be held responsible for any personal property left unattended on the
campsite. Please take your valuables with you.

Please remove all tent pegs very carefully when you leave.

In case of an emergency call the Festival Office on 07743 330494 or dial 999 for the
emergency services. If we have to evacuate the campsite in an emergency please leave in
an orderly manner and assemble in the car park area situated on the other side of the Brook
on the south of the campsite.
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
